“You missed Mr. Bond. Did 1? As you said, such a good sport!” Moore played Bond in 7 films and
often wondered what kind spy he is recognized everywhere he goes?

My name is Bond, James Bond. In 7 films, Roger Moore made James Bond debonair. “Can you
swim?” Portrayal even he acknowledged was marked by humor, more than acting skill. “Would you
like me to drive?” His version of the British spy with The License to Kill, always compared to the
original Bond... Sean Connery. “Sean physically is much tougher in the visual land.” So good looking,
one critic said of Moore, he was often prettier than his leading ladies. And while critics didn’t love him,
the fans did. Moore is the actor who played the secret agent the longest. Off screen, he worked for
years as a UNICEF goodwill ambassador, advocating for children around the world. For his work,
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Moore was knighted in 2003. Born a London policeman’s son, now forever a master spy. Anne
